Introduction — 2 minutes
a. Introduce Myself.

PowerPoint/Discussion — (just includes photos) — 5 minutes
a. Where Do We Come From and Reasons for Migration.

Show and Tell Immigrant’s Suitcase — 10 minutes
a. Showcase items that an immigrant would carry with them on their
journey to their new home.

Discussion of the Immigrant Journey — 8 minutes
a. Discuss what an immigrant had to do before boarding the ship, on
board and the afterward inspection process.

Passenger Ship/Declaration Activity — 20 minutes

a. Students will work with one partner.

b. Students will examine a photograph of their immigrant and
passenger ship list. They will answer questions pertaining to the
primary resources.

c. Students will examine the Declaration of Intention and Certificate of
Arrival Documents. They will answer questions pertaining to the
primary resources.

Citizenship Test Activity — 10 minutes

a. Students will be given a brief Citizenship Test Activity to do for fun.
b. The students that get 5 out of 6 questions right get a treat.
